Archaeological evidence for British history dates back to the 
Early Stone Age.

It consists of two large circles of standing stones, one inside the other.
Nobody knows exactly why it was built.
People believe that it was a temple of the Druids where the sun was worshipped.
It might also have served as an observatory for watching the sun and stars.

in Britain.

It was built between 
3000 and 1500 BC 
on Salisbury Plain 

in southern England.



THE CELTS
The  Celtic tribes started to invade Britain from 650 BC.   

They came from central Europe, from Austria and Switzerland.

One of their tribes, the Britons, gave the island the name, Britain.

The Druids - priests were the most powerful people in the tribes.

Their language survived as Gaelic in Scotland, Wales and Ireland. 

They were usually tall with red or fair hair and blue eyes.

They made bronze swords, bowls and beautiful brooches.

Celtic stone crosses from the 8th to 10th centuries can be seen in 
Scotland, Wales, Ireland and Cornwall.
